Presentation Outline

Poster 7- Egyptian Art
· Seated figure of Hatshepsut (1473 – 1458 BC): Hatshepsut: one of the only female rulers of ancient Egypt and was considered the most prosperous and held the longest female reign. Can anyone else think of another Ancient Egyptian female ruler? (Cleopatra)
· Statuette of God Osiris: In Egyptian mythology and history, Osiris was the 1st king of Egypt and was believed to have become the God of the Underworld

· Great Sphinx (2520 – 2494 BC): The Great Sphinx is as tall as a 6 story building! Think about how the Sphinx could have been built without using any modern equipment, any cranes, bulldozers, or dump trucks. The Great Sphinx combines the face of the ruler Khafre with the body of a lion to represent the king as proud and powerful.
Poster 1- Animals in Egyptian Art
·  Animals were viewed as an important part of Egyptian life.
· Plate #14: Coffin for an Ibis (332-30 BC): Ibis and baboons were often mummified and buried during this time, often as offering for the Egyptian God Thoth. Thoth was a multi-purpose God believed to oversee the moon, wisdom, writing, and intellect.

· Plate # 15: Cat and Mouse

· Plate# 16: Monkey (1352-1336 BC): Monkeys were revered animals, often used as pets and/or guard animals

· Plate #17: Statue of Goddess Sakhmet (1390 BC-1352 BC): Sakhmet or “Powerful One” was considered a chief goddess

Poster 3- Temples
· Pharaohs built temples to honor the Egyptian Gods, carry out daily rituals, and maintain contact with the Gods to keep them happy.

· Plate #7 (1336- 1327 BC): Block Statue of Ay- Statues are found frequently in temples and tombs, this statue is one of a prophet who acted as a royal scribe
Poster 4- Funerary Traditions & The Afterlife
· Every large tomb contains at least one statue of the deceased. The statues were never meant for the living to view them so the artist who created the statues did not seek to create exact replicas of the deceased. This difference can be seen in Plate #18: Three Statues of Metjeti (2360- 2340 BC)- two of the statues do not truly represent Metjetji’s physical appearance
· Plate #19: Canopic Chest (380 BC – 30BC) - when bodies were mummified, the stomach, liver, lungs, and intestines were removed. These organs were then placed in special containers and placed with the bodies so the deceased may have these items with them in their afterlife

· Plate #20 and 21: Mummy Cartonnage of Nespanetherenpere- a cartonnage is a decorated container used within coffin or sarcophagus to hold the body. It is often painted and decorated with inlaid glass and metals. 
Poster 10- Gold Effigy of King Tutankhamen

· King Tut was only 8 or 9 years old when he became pharaoh and he ruled until he died at age 19.
· King Tut is one of the most popular pharaohs and his tomb and mummy has been studied world wide.

Poster 8- Nefertari, a queen of Ramesses II

· Queen Nefertari was the most important of Ramesses’s eight wives. Upon her death, Ramesses had beautiful poetry he had written for his wife inscribed on the walls of her tombs. This ancient Egyptian writing is known as hieroglyphics.

Poster 11- Hieroglyphics
· Hieroglyphics was the formal writing system for Ancient Egyptians
· Hieroglyphics is a symbol-like alphabet the Egyptians used and they used two separate forms- a more formal “priestly” like form and a simple “popular” form
