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Poster 1/ Slide 2: Pueblo Indians
· Pueblo Indians were located in Southwest America (Arizona, New Mexico, Utah, Southern Colorado)
· Their homes were often built into cliffs and were several stories high, similar to apartment buildings.

· Pueblos are well known for their beautiful pottery, jewelry, and weaving

Poster 2/ Slide 3: Anasazi
· The original Pueblo Indians were called Anasazi, meaning “ancient ones”. 
· The Anasazi constructed dwellings using poles and stones as the foundation and then covering it with clay and straw. These dwellings are called Adobes.

· The Anasazi made beautiful woven baskets and coil pottery which techniques were preserved by the Pueblos and continues to be used today
Poster 9/ Slide 4:  Pottery

· Maria Martinez is a well known for her Anasazi pottery. She used a coil technique of laying each coil on top of each other to form a clay pot. The inside and outside of the piece would be smoothed down using a smooth stone and wet clay (slip).

· Maria Martinez’s work is found in many museums today. This art style originated as artifact and then was transformed into fine art. 
Poster 4 and 12/ Slide 5 and 6: Navajo Indians
· The Navajo Indians are known for their use of beautiful colors and designs in woven cloths.

· The colors were created through using dye made from different plants and flowers.

· Navajo cloth designs are often used is Southwest décor – rugs, linens, window treatments, even clothes.

Poster 10/ Slide 7: Kachinas
· Kachinas are ancestor spirits for the Hopi Indians that are called upon to bring good weather, health, make crops grow, etc. There are over 300 different Kachinas that represent different spirits. 
· Kachina dolls were made for children to use during ceremonies.

· In recent years, Kachina dolls have become a popular art form for people interested in collecting Native American art.
Posters 15/ Slide 8,9,10: Headdresses
· The most commonly known headdress is called a warbonnet. This headdress is highly ornamented and large and actually only worn by a few Native American tribes although these tribes are the most easily recognizable and made popular by movies such as the Sioux, Crow, and Cheyenne.
· The most widely used headdress is called the roach headdress. This headdress is usually worn by warriors or dancers in a tribe and is made from stiff animal hair such as moose hair, deer tail’s hair, or porcupine hair. The hair was attached to a single base that would be worn down the middle of the head thus creating the look and gaining the name of a Mohawk.
· Another well-known type of head-wear is the Indian headband. This type was only used by a few tribes of the Northeast Woodlands but also become a common symbol for Native Americans in American pop culture. The headband consisted of a woven or beaded deerskin strip with tribal designs painted onto it. The band was the tied around the forehead and a feather or two was tucked into the back. This was worn by both males and females.
Posters/ Slide 11: Totem poles
· Totem poles are perhaps the most widely used symbol for Native Americans yet they were made and used by only a small number of tribes from the Pacific Northwest Coast- Washington State, Southern Alaska, British Columbia in Canada. The poles were carved from large logs and were used to symbolize and tell about a families’ history and ancestors. In the Native American tradition, the carvings in the wood used to symbolize the family were usually animals and objects from nature.
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           Animal Spirit Totem Pole

Materials:
Paper

Markers

Paper Towel Rolls

Each child will make one section of the totem pole by using an animal and symbols that best represents their spirit. 

The children should first use markers to decorate a sheet of plain white paper. Explain to them that this paper will wrap around the “pole” so be sure to make their drawing fill up the whole sheet. The paper should then be wrapped around the pole and glued to stay in place. Construction paper can then be added to make the drawing three dimensional- i.e. add wings, horns, arms, etc.
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
