SLIDE 1 – 

For today’s Grace Art portfolio, we’ll be focusing on Women Artists.

SLIDE 2 - 

Women have been involved in the creation of art since the beginning of time. However, the recognition of women’s contributions to the art world has historically been lacking. Before the 20th century, women were only permitted to create art about certain subjects, so many women artists painted themes related to domestic and family life. The 20th century marked a turning point in the history of women artists, during which participation, recognition, and representation of women in the arts increased. Many women artist addresses social issues affecting women in their art.

SLIDE 3 – 

Which painting is done by a woman, which one by a man? Both paintings are equally skillfully done.

SLIDE 4 –

Painting #1 was painted by a woman artist named, Rachel Ruysch. (1664-1750)

Painting #2 was painted by Renoir a famous male artist born in the mid 1800’s. Renoir was born 100 years after she died. Ruysch’s was a STILL-LIFE painter. Her career lasted over 65 years. In her early years she pursued art despite her low class status. She studied under the still-life painter Willem Van Aeist. Still-life as a genre of painting was popular in the 1600’s and was suited for women since women weren’t permitted to paint certain subjects.

SLIDE 5 –

Which painting was painted by a man, which one by a woman? Can you tell?

SLIDE 6 –

Painting #1 was painted by a French, woman artist named Rosa Bonheur born in 1822. She was a REALIST painter. Painting #2 was painted by Sir Edwin Henry Landseer (1802- 1873.) Bonheur was fascinated with animals that she even bought a farm with the money she earned from selling her paintings. She also dissected animals to understand how to paint them more accurately.

SLIDE 7 –

LOïS MAILOU JONES was born 1905 in Boston, MA and died 1998. As a young girl she was encouraged by her family to become an artist. As a child she visited Martha’s Vineyard to paint watercolors. She showed her work as a high school student. She continued her studies at Howard University, Columbia University and Harvard University. She became a professor while also a successful free-lance illustrator and textile designer.

Jones traveled a lot, especially to Paris, France where African-American’s experienced less prejudices than in the United States. In France she painted FAUVIST inspired landscapes and CUBIST inspired abstractions.

She enjoyed creating TEXTILE design and CUBISM Art.

SLIDE 8 –

These are samples of Jones’ TEXTILE work. Can you see how the pattern is repeated (top-left) to create a TEXTILE design? 

Jones gave up plans to move to New York City to design textiles when told by a decorator, "How could you have designed that? You're a colored girl." Eventually those harsh words motivated Jones to follow her dreams and a few years later she landed a textile design job. Later that year she was hired by Charlotte Hawkins Brown to begin an art department at Palmer Memorial Institute in Sedalia, North Carolina, a prep school for African American youth.

SLIDE 9 –

Here are examples of other pieces of art Loïs Jones created. Notice the varied styles and mediums used. The first is an oil painting done in 1932, “Ascent of Ethiopia”. Jones preferred medium were oils. “Peasant Girl” is another “oil” painted during her time spent in Haiti in the mid 50’s.While in Haiti she also painted, “Nature Mort aux Géraniums,” in 1957. In 1977 she was commissioned by Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority to design Founders Commemorative Window installed in the Andrew Rankin Memorial Chapel, Howard University.

SLIDE 10 –

How many masks can you find?  Jones painted CUBIST inspired abstracts influenced from African tribal sculptures. 

SLIDE 11 –

What is CUBISM?

Cubism is an art movement that started in the early 20th century. The founders of the movement were Pablo Picasso and Georges Braque. The bottom left painting, “Girl with boat,” was painted by Picasso. The impressionist painting, “Child with Boat,” was painted by Edmund Charles Tarbell in the late 1800’s. 

Cubism is …

· Geometric angles and shapes

· Flattened

· Not realistic

· Multiple viewpoints

The two left paintings/drawings are examples of cubism. The one on the right is NOT, it’s an example of impressionism.

SLIDE 12 –

Our project today is to explore CUBISM. We will do self-portraits using a cubist style of drawing.

 

Materials: 


· Colored Pencils

· Drawing Paper

· Mirror (optional)

 

Project:

· Draw a few large geometric shapes over the surface of the paper.

· Add a few smaller geometric shapes between the larger ones.
Looking at yourself start drawing the parts of your face in the various shapes on the paper.

· Fill in the remaining space with more geometric shapes until it is filled to your liking.

· Continue until the object is completely drawn (It is supposed to look like it is broken up.) 

· Start outlining the object and the edges of a few shapes with black.

· Start coloring the main object in your desired colors.

· Color in the background with a lighter color and add a little more black if desired.

· Remind the children that in CUBISM … 

· each design will be original

· pay attention to shapes and shading and angles

· the image should looked flattened

· Not realistic

· Multiple viewpoints
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
